USING THE NEW MEDIA CENTRE BOOKING SYSTEM 
 

Using the new Destiny Media Manager to book your resources is easy and 
can be done from anywhere you have an Internet connection!  
 
First of all, login to the Destiny system by going to 

 http://library.sd35.bc.ca 
where you will see the following:   

 

 
 
Click on the on the link for your school’s page.   
 
When that opens click on the LOGIN button in the upper right-hand 
corner. 
 

 
 
 



Type in your User Name (email account – usually first initial, last name) 
 

And your password (Employee number) 
 

And click on login 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 The following window will open when you are successfully logged in. 
Click on the tab for the Catalog. 
 

 
 
 
 



You will have the option of searching your own library, searching the 
District Media Centre, or searching both.   
 

 
To do a Basic Search just type in your search terms in the “Find” box. 
 
Your search results will appear on the next screen: 

 
 
Click on the title or the “Details” button to get more information about 
a resource. 
 
 



The following will open.  Read the details, and if it is something that 
your would like to sign out, click on the “Book-it!” button 
 

 
 
The booking page will open.  Use the calendar to choose the date you 
would like it shipped.  
Note that there is only one delivery date per week to each school. 

You can also choose to pick it up, if the delivery dates don’t fit your 
schedule.  Note that we now open at 7:30 am to help facilitate this. 
 

Click on SAVE to complete your booking. 



A message will appear on your screen indicating that the booking was 
successful. 

 
 
 
If you click on the “My Info” tab at the top of the page you can see 
what items you have out, and what items are pending for delivery. 
 

 
 
You can also edit or delete the Holds from the page, and extend 
currently signed out item, if available.   
 
 
 
There are many, many more features to this new system, and this will 
just give you the basics, but feel free to explore!
