This is

accomplished by focusing on organizational skills, assignment complgttioly, skills, project

planning and developing beneficial learning strategies. Some students in this program may have

an Individualized Education Plan (IEP) which provides them with individual support in their

classrooms and further adaptations or moatifans to their classroom assignments and tests.

into regular classes as soon as their language skills indicate a reasonable expectation for success. A
second language learner who has achieved academic fluency is evaluated against thersagne lear
outcomes as all students in integrated classes.

Students registering at LFMSS for the first time are tested to determine the level of tHiih Eng
reading, writing, speakingnd listening skills before being assigned to classes. Students are enrolled
in the ESL instructional blocks that best serve their needs. Some students may require only the
services of a teaching assistant to monitor and support their progress imtixgiated classes.

INFORMATION TECHNOLO GY 10(INT 10)

Thisintroductorycourse is open to grade 9 or 10 students interested in computers. Students will learn
to use a variety of skills and computer applications, includiegktop publishingDatabases,
Programming, Flash Animatiothe history of technologyideo Editing andnuch more. Much of

the course centers on using computers to enhance the ability to access and present information.

INFORMATION TECHNOLO GY 11: Modular Survey Course(ICTX 11)

skills, grammatical concepts, improving oral and aural skills. Strategies needed to read, research and
write sucessfully in Standard English will also be introduced.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE DEVELOPMENT II

This course is designed for studeintgrades 9 11 whohave an imbalance between oral and written

skills and are integrated into academic classes but may need adaptations to be successful. It is
designed to enable ESL students to extend the four main English language skills of reading, writing,
listening andspeaking. It also encourages the use of viewing and presenting. It focuses on expanding
the strategies needed to read research and write successfully in Standard English for academic classes.

Board Authority Authorized Courses* for ESL Students

*The following ESL Courses are worth 4 Credits each. Students will receive a percentage and
letter grade for their work throughout the course.

INTRODUCTION TO ACADEMIC LANGUAGE 10 (YESLIOB)

This course is designed for the student who is able to integeaitefaily into academic classes but

needs support and additional time to complete assignments. It is designed to allow the ESL student to
expand and gain competence and confidence in using English language skills in order to be successful
in the areas afeading, writing, listening and speaking. It also encourages the use of viewing and
representing. It focuses on developing and increasing independesaagistvategies needed to read
research and write successfully in standard English for academissucStudents will be introduced

to a variety of learning skills and Canadian assessment techniques.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE DEVELOPMENT 11 (YESFL1A)

This is a four credit course designed for ESL students who are enrolled in senior academic courses. It
is designed to improve their knowledge and skills as they become bilingual. To achieve
communicative competence, a continued balance will be maintained between the four language areas
of listening, speaking, reading and writing. Emphasis will be on thefisteategies and the

compehension of important concejtsEnglish, Social Studies, Science and/or Mathematics needed

for ESL students to be successful in academic courses.

ESL WRITING 11 (YESFL1B)

This course is designed to assist ESL studehtshave lingering writing deficiencies. Writing is the
strand on which students are most heavily evaluated in high school English. This course emphasizes
writing strategies and theory that will increase student understanding of the writing procesg ther
facilitating success in the graduation program. The student will be guided through a series of steps to
produce welorganized, and adequately developed paragraphs and essays.
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DIGITAL PHOTOGRAPHY 11(YDPH 11)

Digital Photography 11 combines thsistic elements of traditional photography with the modern
elements of the digital darkroom. Digital imaging, design, graphic arts, photography, and publishing
are some of the fastest growing sectors in our economy today.

Digital Photography 11 combindise artistic elements of traditional photography with the modern
elements of the digital darkroom. Students will learn the theory behind quality photography, and the
useof digital SLR cameras to apply theory in practical applications. Students wilskjlsnin

processing their photographs and creating layouts using Adobe Photoshop, InDesign and lllustrator.

LEADERSHIP 11 (YLEAD 11)

This elective course is designed for students who are motivated and enthusiastic about fostering a
positive schooénvironment and encouraging others to become active participants. Students will learn
how to identify, plan, implement and assess the needs of the sohuobLaity. Possible events are

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ENGLISH

English is a required course for all students in each grali&nglish courses at Langley
Fundameral Middle Secondary School offer instruction in the skills of listening, speaking, reading
and writing, and knowledge of language and literature.

Remediation and Enrichment

Teachers of English classes offer individualized assistance beyond classroom instructiegudar a
basis to students who express a desire to improve their skills. Basic remediation is available to
students through the individualized programs and the tutorial groups conducted within the Learning
Assistance branch of the Student Services DepattmEnrichment and acceleration opportunities are
detailed in the appropriate course descriptions.

ENGLISH 9 (EN 9)

This course places special emphasis on vocabulary building, effective sentencing, and paragraph
structuring among the language skillEhe focus of literary study will vary, but considerable
emphasis will be placed on the novel as a source of both knowledge and enjoyment.

ENGLISH 10 (EN 10)

This is a provincially examinable course.This course introduces the student to increasingly
sophisticated literature including, among others, Shakespearean drama. It also extends the range of
composition forms through which students express themselves. Building a strong vocabulary,
structuring clear sentences, and organizing effectives paragrapimsportant parts of the course.

The final grade for English 10 is derived from two sources: Course Work 80%esPibvincial

Exam 20%

COMMUNICATIONS 11 (COM11)

This course is designed for students who have completed English 10, but hasieiexed a high

level of success. Communications 11 is not a prerequisite for English 12 (please see Communications
12 for further details). Communications 11 will develop practical English skills and an appreciation

of fiction and norfiction, through eading, writing, speaking, listening, viewing and representing.

This basic, required course will provide a focus on the mastery of those essentials of reading and
writing that will serve the student after graduation.

ENGLISH 11 (EN 11)

A minimum grade of C in English 10 is recommended. This course is intended to prepare students for
English 12 as well as for post secondary studieglish 11 is an academic coursehich expands

basic language skills: vocabulary, sentence structur@aagraph writing to create multparagraph
compositions. Literary studies involve analytical examination of the novel, drama, poetry, the short
story and noffictional prose
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COMMUNICATIONS 12 (COM 12)
Prerequisite EN11 or COM11

This is a provincially examinable course. This course is for students who have not achieved a high
level of success in English and who will have difficulty successfully completing English 12. Students
will continue to work toward mastery of those skills indaage and literature that will assist them in
obtaining and maintaining employmeand in becoming an aware and responsible citizen.
Communications 12 is not acceptable for admission to university; however, it is acceptable for entry
in to many collegeqgrams. Students considering this course must check prerequisites for post
secondary training programs. The final grade for Communications 12 is derived from two sources:
Course Work 60% and Provincial Examination 40%.

ENGLISH 12 (EN 12)
PrerequisiteEN11- A minimum C standing in English 11 is recommended

This is a provincially examinable course. English 12 is an academic course intended for all

students who enjoy English, particularly those preparing to pursue acaderseqmsiary studies.
Readings and assignments are specifically focussed at developing critical thinkingtkidents are
assisted to express themselves formally in a variety of expoaitdrgreativéorms. Literature

studies offer opportunities for mature and thoughtfgponse and analysand consist of fictional

and norfictional prose, poetrgnd drama, including Shakespeare. Writing assignments, unit tests and
the government final examination determine standing in the course.

The final grade for English 12 is degid from two sources: Course Work 60% #melProvincial
Examination 40%.

CREATIVE WRITING 11 /12(YCWR 11/12)

portfolio for final evaluatia. This course is suitable for students who wish to apply for creative
writing courses gpbostsecondaryor for students who simply enjoy creative writing. The final mark
for this course is derived from twowsges: Course Work 70% and final project 30%

ENGLISH LITERATURE (LIT 12)
Prerequisite: EN11 with a mark of C+ or higher.

This is a provincially examinable courseThis course is for students who enjoy and appreciate
literature. It is recommended for those who plan to continue with collegevarsity education,
particularly those students who are considering majoring in the Arts/Humanities area. English
Literature 12 surveys the major writers of English literature from ASgboon times to the modern

era. It looks at historical events andiabcircumstances that have influenced the development of the
English language and literature. Students acquire knowledge of a body of significant works, and
develop skills in oral and written expression, critical reading, using literary terms and tesh@igd
forming personal responses to a wide range of literature.

An optionalprovincial exam may be written in this course which would count as 40% of the final
course mark.

The emphasis is on
exploring a variety of areas including drawing, design, painting, printmaking, art history, colour and
threedimensional projds such as clay and sculptur&tudents will be expected to maintain a
sketchbook.

ART FOUNDATIONS 11 (AF 11)
